
Historically, bighorn sheep were widespread 

and abundant in Colorado. Today’s remnant 

herds are at risk - in large part due to respi-

ratory disease outbreaks associated with ex-

posure to domestic sheep. Help agencies 

make scientifically based land management 

decisions by reporting your observations of 

bighorn sheep, especially those seen near 

domestic sheep.
